MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes for the September 8, 2009 Village Board meeting were presented for approval.   Trustee Maroo would like discussion topics related to the awarding of the Well No. 5 contract expanded (pg. 4, item 4).   Trustee Prellberg stated he would like more of Attorney Lewis’ comments added as well. Trustee Maroo made a motion to approve the minutes as presented with additional comments from Mr. Lewis added; seconded by Trustee Nelson.
Motion carried by voice vote.
The minutes for the September 12, 2009 Public Hearing for Water Works Improvements were presented for approval.  Trustee Nelson made a motion to approve the minutes as presented; seconded by Trustee Albright.

TREASURER’S REPORT
The Monthly Treasurer’s Report ending August 31, 2009 was not presented.  
COMMENTS FROM PERSONS PRESENT
Rick Sweisch, representing Treasurer’s Old and New and The House Next Door, presented an idea to create and auction-off planter boxes for display in the business district along Rte. 30.  He would like community children involved in decorating the boxes.  His hope is to draw people/customers to Hinckley.  Money collected in the auction would be put toward beautifying Hinckley.  Trustee Prellberg was concerned the Village would give up limited control over the sidewalk along Rte. 30.  Trustee Albright was concerned about limited sidewalk space; he asked if the Village has guidelines regarding placement of objects on the sidewalk along Rte. 30. Considering the fact the Village has already agreed to let the Hinckley Business Association (HBA) put flower pots on the sidewalk along Rte. 30, Trustee Luker suggested Mr. Sweisch work with the HBA so there aren’t two different sets of flower pots on the sidewalk.  President Godhardt concurred stating further discussion can be heard at the next Committee of the Whole meeting.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Parks and Equipment, Todd Prellberg – Trustee Prellberg reported the Park Advisory Board met recently and discussed alternative ideas for funding programs; they also approved expenditures for the remaining fiscal programs.  Trustee Luker asked if it was too early to set Trick-or-Treating hours for Halloween.  Trustee Maroo made a motion to let the Parks and Equipment Committee set the hours; seconded by Trustee Warner.
Motion carried by voice vote.
Personnel, Todd Prellberg – Trustee Prellberg stated issues would be discussed during closed session. 

Water and Sewer, Steve Warner – Trustee Warner reported a request for emergency funds for the James St. drainage project was recently submitted to the IL Dept. of Commerce and Economic Opportunity.  The Village also submitted documents to the State to receive a $100,000 grant pledged by Rep. Pritchard for further storm sewer management.  Trustee Warner suggested changing the scope of the grant to “storm water management.”
Streets and Alleys, Lee Luker – Trustee Luker reported Public Works Supervisor Joe Moore has been working on the creek under the S. Sycamore St. bridge; and the S. Oak St. railroad crossing will be closed from October 6th thru 10th for repairs.  President Godhardt suggested posting the closing on the Village’s website.  Trustee Maroo suggested sending a letter to each resident in the area.

Trustee Luker further reported that the federal government has rescinded some funds from the Safe Routes to School program and IDOT is trying to find ways to fully fund all approved projects.

Building and Grounds, Lee Luker – Trustee Luker had nothing to report.

Finance, Dave Maroo – Trustee Maroo stated the paperwork for the loan from First MidState Inc. should be completed by the next Board meeting.  He has scheduled a Finance Committee meeting for Wednesday, September 30, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at Village Hall.
Economic Development, Dave Maroo – Trustee Maroo had nothing to report.

Trustee Luker stated more clean-up has taken place.  President Godhardt stated a representative from the Hinckley Fire Dept. asked if the permanent concrete blocks at the intersections could be replaced with something less permanent.
